The AUD provided a venue for their Gun and Militaria Show twenty years ago and NEACA brought back the show in 2008 to a fine and anxious crowd of buyers. Even more exhibitors are included in this April’s event.
The New Eastcoast Arms Collectors Associates have been organizing and promoting Gun and Militaria Shows since 1982 and years hence used the old Auditorium for several of their events.  With the surrounding premises revitalized and the Auditorium expanded and renovated, NEACA is returning with some of the most prominent dealers in high grade investment firearms and outdoor sporting collectables.  

The Utica Area has always been a Mecca for firearms, knives and fishing gear manufacturers, most prominently lead by the Remington Arms Company of Ilion.  The Savage Arms Corporation resided in Utica producing some of the finest guns in America.  Along with Utica Cutlery, Horrocks and Ibbotson Rods as well as Martin Reels, there were and still are many small support companies that provided services and products to the outdoor sporting enthusiasts.

Besides being a major supplier for firearms and knives the Utica area was an important crossroad in our American Revolutionary history.  With all that impressive background it is obvious why NEACA Show Promotions chose to return to this prominent historical area and to the Utica Memorial Auditorium. 
 
Collectors and dealers of antique, classic and investment grade firearms from all over the northeast, will gather in Utica to buy, sell and trade their wares this April.  There will be interesting and historical displays of Colt, Savage and Winchester firearms as well as rare pieces of Americana, military collectibles, ammunition, Civil War swords and artifacts as well as thousands of guns, knives and accessories.  It will be a stroll through history while perusing the 200 tables of exhibits.  Many other outdoor sporting, Adirondack antiques or unusual items often appear at these shows and this Arms Fair also offers Free Appraisals of vintage collectibles, militaria and investment firearms.
Interesting segments of New Eastcoast Arms Collectors events are collector displays presented throughout the show.  This Arms Fair also includes prominent antique arms dealers, custom knife specialists and outdoors sports artists. NEACA always accommodates space to organizations for displays such as local Fish & Game Clubs, persons wishing information about local hunting, fishing and shooting sports can find it through these clubs.  One can also join the NRA while at the show, the best bet to protect 2nd Amendment rights. This is a show not to be missed.
Current NEACA members are admitted for early viewing on Friday evening at 6:00 PM.  New memberships are available at the door at that time for an annual fee of $50.  This includes free admission, with no waiting in line, to all NEACA Shows, for twelve full months.   Renewals are $45 per year.  The show is open to members one-half hour early on Saturday and Sunday.  All State and Federal laws are in effect at all NEACA Arms Fairs.

The doors will open to the general public to buy, sell or trade on Saturday from 9:00 AM to 5:00 PM and Sunday from 9:00 AM to 3:00 PM.  General admission is $8.00 daily ($7.00 for Senior citizens over 60) and children under 13 are admitted free when accompanied by an adult.  Our collectors and dealers are always looking for items to purchase from the public.  Before visiting the show, check that attic trunk for old military uniforms or war souvenirs, the back closet for Grandpa’s old firearm or the garage for pack baskets, duck decoys, old animal traps or vintage fishing gear and bring it along to the show.  Many of the exhibitors will be happy to perhaps purchase items, give an estimate of value, or if needed, a written appraisal.  All firearms must be cased or covered while entering the AUD.
